
Minutes OF LYTCHETT MATRAVERS

PARISH COUNCIL MEETING

Held on Monday March 19th 2012 at 7:30 in the Village School 
PRESENT were Cllrs: A Bush (Vice Chairman), M Colvey, J Dyball, , K Norris, P Talbot, J Taylor,
L Wilson, and Mrs K Bradbury (Acting Parish Clerk) 
County Cllr F Drane and Dist Cllr P Webb and 2 members of the public were also in attendance. 
1. REceipt of apologies for absence – Cllrs: R Miller, M. Munford, C. Wood and Mr T. Watton (Parish Clerk). 
2. DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST. There were none.    

3.      REVISED CODE OF CONDUCT FOR COUNCILLORS 2007.

In accordance with paragraph 12(2) of the Revised Code, to hear any representations or answers to member’s questions or evidence provided by any members of the Council having a prejudicial interest in any matter to be considered at this meeting. There were none.  
4.  PUBLIC PARTICIPATION SESSION.  (Standing Orders suspended). 
· "Mr and Mrs Hampshire expressed concern about the new footpath running along their boundary from Huntick Road northwards towards Wimborne Road. They are concerned about the possibility of dogs entering their land from this footpath and worrying the ponies there. A digger was used to clear brambles and this has left large gaps in the hedge bounding their property. It was pointed out to Mr & Mrs Hampshire that this is a matter for the County Council’s footpath officers to deal with and is not within the remit of the Parish Council. 
· Mr Hampshire reported that the minutes available in the local library for viewing by the public are well out of date and likewise the website only has minutes up to November 2011. 
· Mr Hampshire reported that the white lines on all the approach roads into Lytchett Matravers have faded so much as to be virtually invisible and this is proving to be a safety hazard on narrow unlit roads.
5. CHAIRMAN’S ANNOUNCEMENTS. There were none. 
6.      THE MINUTES of the Council meeting on 20th February 2012 were approved and signed by the Chairman.  
7.      MATTERS ARISING & UPDATE ON ACTION POINTS.
a. Full Council 20th June, minute 15: Lytchett Astro, Football Foundation support meeting. As discussed a the recent Environment & Highways Cttee meeting, the Parish Clark has contacted Ian Hounsham of LTL Lighting and is awaiting a response to a request for a price for drawing up a lighting scheme which may be submitted with a planning application. See minute 11a below. 
b. Full Council 18th July, Minute 21: Requested dog bin Frys Close – Purbeck Rd. This dog bin has now been installed by Mr Homer. The installation of this dog bin has prompted a complaint from a nearby resident who is concerned that it might prove to be a source of bad smells and other health hazards but it was put in to alleviate the worse problem of dog fouling and the bin has been sensitively sited in full consultation with Purbeck District Council.
c. Full Council 20 Feb 2012, Minute 15 – Office keys. The Parish Clerk has still to issue sets of keys to Cllrs Bush and Wilson. CARRIED OVER. 
8.  REPORT FROM DISTRICT COUNCILLORS.

Cllr M. Colvey, reported on the following
· The development brief for Huntick Road has been approved and the proposals can be viewed on the website.
· The PDC Pay Policy for members and officers has been agreed.

· The Citizens Advice Bureau agreement has been worked out for the next three years.

· Norden Park and ride is currently leased and administered by the railway. There is a proposal for the site to revert back to the PDC.
9.  REPORT FROM COUNTY COUNCILLOR.

County Cllr Drane reported the following: 

· Regarding the Huntick Road development, Cllr Drane advised the Parish Council to formulate a list of its requirements with respect to the proposals. Even though the Parish Council’s wishes are included within the body of the text of the development plan; a separate “definitive shopping list” of the Parish Council requirements will make its wishes clearly known to the planners at PDC. F&P will finalise the list for approval at the next full Council meeting.
· Cllr Drane has now had three meetings regarding the withdrawal of the Damory bus service in June. First Hampshire will take over and run the Damory route but only on weekdays. It appears that because the route was not subsidised, Damory can withdraw at very short notice. M.P. Annette Brooks has raised the matter with the Secretary of State but received an unsatisfactory reply. Subsidised routes cannot be withdrawn without prior negotiation with the County Council.
10.   REPORTS FROM SUB-COMMITTEES - There were none.  

11.  Recommendations of Committees:

(a) Environment & Amenities Cttee (see minutes of 5th March 2012).

Cllr Wilson reported on the following recommendations:

· It was RESOLVED that three quotations be sought for rubbing down and painting the Memorial Green fence with a “Hammerite” type of product.  Proposed by J. Dyball and seconded by K. Norris.
· It was Resolved that LTL Lighting are asked to provide a price for drawing up a design / scheme for changing the Lytchett Astro path lighting from low level  bollards to higher level which can be submitted with a planning application. Proposed by K. Norris and seconded by J.Taylor 
(b) Planning Cttee – there was no meeting held on the scheduled date in March as there were no plans to consider. 
It was AGREED to receive the minutes of the above meeting.   
12. Planning Application 6/2012/0137 Mr Peter Burbidge. Foxhills Road (Adj. Foxhills Cottage), Lytchett Matravers. Erect detached house and garage; form new vehicular access.  (Extend time limit of PP 6/2008/0259). It was RESOLVED that the Parish Council had No Objection to this application. Proposed J. Dyball and seconded by K. Norris.
13. Planning Application 6/2012/0140 Mr Stevens. 23 Lime Kiln Road, Lytchett Matravers, BH16 6EL. Alterations to windows, erect single storey rear extension and new chimney. It was resolved that the Parish Council had No Objection to this application. Proposed  K. Norris and seconded by L. Wilson.
14. Consideration of response to DCC proposal for snow clearing operations (see email of 7th March)

It was considered that the county council is trying to shed its responsibility and pushing it on to parish and town councils that do not have the finance or the expertise to take on such an onerous task.  It was agreed to send the following response to the County Council: ‘The Parish Council does not have the expertise or the equipment necessary to take on this role and the extra administration and organisation involved would be too much to expect of a part time Parish Clerk’.
15. Report of any training activity undertaken in the past month.

Cllrs Miller, Dyball and Wilson attended the DAPTC Seminar on the Localism Act on 1st March and provided reports to the Environment & Amenities Cttee. See minutes of that meeting. 
16. TO CONSIDER THE REPLACEMENT OF THE MILLENNIUM VIEW PLAQUE

Cllr M. Colvey reported that he had had discussions with the Bournemouth Art College about a suitable replacement for the plaque. It was considers that a sheet of plastic with a laser etched design would deteriorate too quickly in an exposed situation even though it would be quick and cheap to produce at £100. The other alternative was a three dimensional moulding made from fibreglass impregnated with particles of bronze at an approximate cost of £250. It was resolved to authorise Cllr M. Colvey to draw up the specifications for a bronze, fibreglass, three dimensional plaque up to a maximum cost of £400 and the Parish Council to retain the original mould should a replacement be required.
17. TO CONSIDER THE NEXT STEPS TOWARDS  PRODUCING A NEIGHBOURHOOD PLAN

Cllr A. Bush commented that Neighbourhood Plans are mainly about future development and how it would be carried out and how it would work in the local community. The status of Neighbourhood Plans will be above and beyond that of Parish Plans. This will not be a short or a simple exercise and will require a great deal of commitment. The Parish Council can initiate and lead on the Neighbourhood Plan but it must involve the wider community and relevant stakeholders. The first step would be to discuss how the wider community can be engaged and encouraged to join in and support the process. It was AGREED to hold an informal meeting on Thursday 29th March to sketch out a plan of how to progress the project.
18. THE VIRIDOR CREDIT APPLICATION

It was RESOLVED   to give Cllr Julie Dyball every support and assistance in the application to Viridor for the remaining funds needed to rebuild play equipment on the recreation field in Lytchett Matravers; up to £40k of the £70k cost for Stage One and a sum to be determined for Stage Two in 2013. Proposed M. Colvey and seconded by K. Norris.

Carnival:  Cllr P. Talbot reported that Mr. Rob Aspray will continue in his post until the end of the year.

Footpaths:
· J. Dyball reported that Tony Bird has sent the application about the Huntick Road footpath to Peirs Chichester.

· Tony Bird has also sent off the application about the Deans Drove to Foxhills path to John Williamson so that he can work out the costs. 
· With respect to the footpaths within Peter Dyball’s application there has been one objection to the revised consultation. However the compromise solution was chosen because it avoids the large badger set in the woods. The original path ran right through the middle of the set and would have been a danger to walkers. 
Sports Club:  L. Wilson reported that the Cedar Trust has offered the Sports Club £60,000, which leaves a further £20,000 to be raised. The Sports Club will be asking the Parish Council for its support. 
Village Hall:  L. Wilson reported that the doors have been fitted and it is hoped that they will provide some soundproofing. The Village Hall has held a table top sale but a fundraising quiz night on the 31st has had to be cancelled.

19. CORRESPONDENCE.

The Parish Clerk reported on the following correspondence:

· A letter from the Wessex Actors Company requesting a grant / donation. In accordance with the grants policy, the Parish Clerk has responded to request a copy of the most recent set of accounts and an explanation of exactly what item the money is to be spent on. 

· A letter from the Lytchett Matravers Twinning Association enclosing a copy of their last two years audited accounts and requesting a grant of £250 to help fund the hosting of this years exchange visit.  

· Two letters from Rob Aspray, as the Treasurer of the Lytchett Matravers Carnival. The first advises that the date for this year’s carnival has been set for Saturday 16th June and that the fair will arrive on 10th June so the field bollards need to be unlocked for their arrival. Rob also stated that he will be standing down as Treasurer after this year’s carnival. The second letter encloses a copy of the carnival’s latest accounts and requests a grant of £500 to assist with the costs of this year’s carnival. 
· A letter from Dorset police giving details of the outcomes of the Enquiry Office review. With effect from 1st May 2012 the Wareham Office will be open between 10:00-18:00 Tuesday-Saturday inclusive, with closures over lunchtimes between 13:30-14:30. The Enquiry Office is closed at all other times including all day on Mondays.
· A letter from Brightstone Landscaping Ltd giving details of a 4.8% price increase in their annual maintenance charge from £2,140.94 per annum to £2,243.71 plus VAT. It was AGREED to give the Parish Clerk authority to accept the increase if he considered it to be within the terms of the current maintenance agreement.

· A letter from St John’s Ambulance offering the purchase of a defibrillator and training in how to use it. The information was passed on to Cllr J. Taylor.
20. MATTERS OF INTEREST AND INFORMATION 
· J. Dyball commented that people from Parkstone had been arrested and cautioned by the police for “lamping” in the Lytchett Matravers area.
· J. Taylor expressed the view that some aspects of  the Parish Council website appear out of date, such as information about dates of meetings, Councillors and Committee membership – due laregely to the resignation of Cllr Gillard and the subsequent appointment and then resignation of Dr Ward as a councillor.  He noted that there is a lack of  links to current developments. ACTION Cllr K. Norris agreed to talk to Mark Gracey to ask if he wishes to continue.
· ACTION – Parish Clerk to bring the library Parish Council records up to date.
· J. Taylor:  commented that with so many big events coming up in the village it would be useful for some Councillors to have first aid training and that he would be willing to undertake the training. It was not considered to be necessary.

· J. Taylor reported that the arrangements for the Jubilee Street Party are in hand. ACTION   Cllr J. Taylor to draft letters to local businesses to inform them of the road closure and asking for the help and also a letter informing the Bus Company of the road closure. Cllr Taylor also commented that he would require road closure and diversion signs ACTION refer to the Finance Committee to approve the expenditure
· M. Colvey reported that the A350 would be closed for resurfacing from 30th April 2012.
