Minutes OF LYTCHETT MATRAVERS

PARISH COUNCIL MEETING

Held on Monday September 19th 2011 at 7:45 in the Village Hall

PRESENT were Cllrs: R Miller (Chairman) A Bush, M Colvey, J Dyball, D Gillard, K Norris, J Taylor, L Wilson and C Wood  and the Parish Clerk (T Watton). 
Dist Cllr P Webb and 1 member of the public were also in attendance. 
1. REceipt of apologies for absence – from County Cllr Fred Drane and Cllrs Munford and Talbot.  
2. DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST. There were none.    

3.      REVISED CODE OF CONDUCT FOR COUNCILLORS 2007.

In accordance with paragraph 12(2) of the Revised Code, to hear any representations or answers to member’s questions or evidence provided by any members of the Council having a prejudicial interest in any matter to be considered at this meeting. There were none.  
4.  PUBLIC PARTICIPATION SESSION.  (Standing Orders suspended).
Mr Hampshire expressed his frustration that PDC has a 5mb maximum limit on emails to its e-mailbox, thus making it difficult and time consuming to forward photographs. He had wanted to do this to draw their attention to four fallen trees. He was also concerned that despite stressing the urgency, the PDC tree officer took 5 days to reply and as of the date of this meeting he had still not visited the site. Mr Hampshire’s concern was increased because the previous Tree Officer for PDC had indicated that he considered that all of the trees were possibly in a dangerous condition. 

Mr Hampshire expressed his pleasure to see that some road resurfacing work had been done in the village. He wondered why the A350 had not been included – given that he feels that it is in a dangerous state and may be the cause of a fatal accident. He also pointed out that the stretch between the Bakers Arms and Sandford is currently being refurbished yet it was in a much better state than the stretches nearer to Lytchett Matravers. He therefore asked if the Parish Council could raise the matter with DCC again.    
Mr Hampshire noted that the new road surface outside Tescos has already been damaged by vehicles – possibly driving over it too soon. 

In connection with the highways issues, Mr Hampshire was encouraged to report his concerns to DCC Highways department direct. Cllr Dyball drew attention to the “fixmystreet” app for smartphones which automatically identifies the relevant postcode – which can be attached to a photograph before sending it off. 

5. CHAIRMAN’S ANNOUNCEMENTS.
There were none.  
6. THE MINUTES of the Council meeting on 15th August were approved and signed by the Chairman.  
Cllr Norris did however offer a correction to what he had reported under minute 11 bullet point 5 (recommendations from F&P Cttee) by clarifying that the quote was from Anglebury printers for £554 to supply 1500 A5 size village directories of 16 pages. The council AGREED to authorise this.    

7. MATTERS ARISING & UPDATE ON ACTION POINTS.
a. Full Council 21st Feb, minute 13: Fields in Trust Registration. In the absence of the expected response from Alison Moore Gwyn reported at the last meeting, further contact has been made with Fields In Trust by Cllr Norris. 
b. Full Council 21st Feb, minute 15: Replacement village name sign. This matter was reported under Environment & Amenities Cttee minute 5, 7th July 2011. Still no further response has since been received from DCC. The matter will now be taken up with the Area Highways team in a liaison meeting to be arranged for late September or early October.      
c. Full Council 20th June, minute 15: Lytchett Astro, Football Foundation support meeting. An alternative meting has now been set up between a representative of the Football Foundation, Peter Ashton representing the Sports Club and the Parish Clerk at 10:00 on Thursday 29th September.    
d. Full Council 18th July, Minute 4: Public consultation by PDC on the Huntick Rd site (PDC Core Strategy). The arrangements for the public consultation are to be reviewed with Cari Wooldridge, PDC, on 20th September, to review the content of the display boards and the clarity of the messages. The Parish Council will also have its own display board inviting suggestions for how any Section 106 contribution might be used. The consultation will take place in the library on the evening of 6th October and the morning of 8th October.       
e. Full Council 18th July, Minute 15: Display equipment. Subject of a recommendation to Full Council by the Environment & Amenities committee.  

f. Full Council 18th July, Minute 21: Requested dog bin Frys Close – Purbeck Rd. Subject of a recommendation to Full Council by the Environment & Amenities committee.  

g. Full Council 18th July, Minute 21: Donation of bench for recreation ground. The donor has not yet obtained the bench.   

h. Full Council 18th July, Minute 21: Licence for the Scouts fund raising event. Further information for the licence remains to be provided by the scouts (i.e. the date of the event). 
8. REPORT FROM DISTRICT COUNCILLORS.
Cllr Colvey commented that as a result of the changeover of administration at PDC, plus the August holidays, any new policies at PDC have not yet been firmed up. It was noted that the Boundary Commission are seeking to change the District ward boundaries and new wards are to be proposed. 

The Section 106 payments system within Planning is being phased out and replaced over the next year with a new instrument – the Community Infrastructure levy (CIL) with is more prescriptive and transparent.    

9.   REPORT FROM COUNTY COUNCILLOR.

County Councillor Fred Drane was unable to be present.  
10.  REPORTS FROM SUB-COMMITTEES

There were none.  

11.  Recommendations of Committees:

(a) Environment & Amenities Cttee (see minutes of 5th September 2011).

Cllr Wilson reported on the following recommendations:
· If the small distorted yew tree in the churchyard has not been gifted to the Council it should be removed. NOT AGREED
· Advice to be sought on the work involved with re-coating / repainting the Memorial Field railings with a view to getting the work done next spring.  AGREED
· That the Foxhills Play area should not be fenced. AGREED
· That a new dog bin is located on the verge to the right of the water works gates, in Purbeck Rd, subject to the approval of PDC Environmental Services. AGREED
· That a 3 x 3metre, heavy duty, preferably green gazebo be purchased for approximately £149. AGREED
· That the council should authorize the clerk to attend a SILCA training weekend on 26th & 17th November at a cost of £260+VAT,  subject to his availability. AGREED. 

    (b) Planning Cttee (see minutes of 1st September 2011)

Cllr Dyball commented that there were no recommendations to bring forward. The council also considered the following planning application which had arrived too late for the Planning Cttee meeting:

6/2011/0545 Mr J Batten, Prego, Eddy Green Rd, Lytchett Matravers.  Erect first floor extensions to front and side of dwelling. NO OBJECTION  
It was AGREED to receive the minutes of both of the above meetings.   
12.  Consideration of nominees for “Volunteer of the Year” award. 

Two names were nominated, but following a very narrow vote one name was agreed upon and will be announced in due course. Cllr Miller indicated that he would prepare the citation and submit the nomination. Action: Cllr Miller to act accordingly.    
13. Consideration of response to DCC re Local Broadband plan funding (email to Cllrs 14th Sept).

This letter was considered and it was felt that it lacked detail. Cllr Bush indicated that he would seek advice from Mark Gracey about DCC’s proposals, and also about the concept of forming local co-operatives as has been done in some places around the country. Action: Cllr Bush to speak to Mark Gracey about this. Any comment from Mark Gracey will be considered at the next Finance & Policy Cttee meeting. After a brief discussion it was AGREED that the Parish Clerk would reply thanking DCC for their letter and that the council is looking forward to receiving more detail. Action: Parish Clerk to reply accordingly.   
14. Consideration of initial response – information gathering for new electoral arrangements for Purbeck (email to Cllrs 14th Sept)
It was agreed to send a response indicating that the Parish Council understands that Lytchett Matravers is currently properly represented and so it wonders whether this review is a suitable use of public money at a time when there is such pressure elsewhere on the public purse.   
15. REPORts of any training activity undertaken in the past month
There were no reports of training activity. Cllr Miller reported that he had attended at DAPTC Parish & Town Councils Chairmen’s meeting, which had covered updates on:

19. CORRESPONDENCE.

The internal audit report from Pamela White Accountancy Services was received.  It was noted that Mrs White had reported “All checked as per audit plan – found to be correct”.  

A letter from Tramark Catering hand delivered to the Parish Office sometime between mid-afternoon on Friday 16th September and Saturday pm. The letter seeks the council’s permission to site a mobile for fish and chip vending in the High Street car park on Thursdays 4:45-7:00pm. The council’s established policy for such requests was consulted. It was also noted that as a result of correspondence with PDC Planning in 2010 it was established that planning permission is required for any such operation which is carried out on more than 28 occasions in any one year. In the light of these factors it was AGREED that a response should be sent agreeing to the request and indicating that a licence will be issued for the remainder of 2011 at a £60 administration charge. The response should also thank the company for their kind offer of a donation to the Village Scouts. Action: Parish Clerk to write to the company accordingly.       
A letter from Mr Watson, Secretary of Lytchett & Morden RBL, dated 14th September. The letter informs the Parish Council that the RBL Committee has agreed to request that the plastic bottle recycling banks are removed from the RBL car park. As this mini recycling centre was negotiated and set up by PDC Environmental Services Department, the Parish Clerk immediately upon receipt provided a copy of the letter to Neil Randall, PDC Head of Environmental Services. Mr Randall has acknowledged that this is a matter for Jan Dutton, PDC, to handle.

A copy of an application to PDC for a premises licence to sell alcohol. The applicant is Ms Atkins of English Oak Vineyard, Flowers Farm, Flowers Drove. This application has a commencement date of 1st September but no expiry date, although on discussing this matter with the relevant department at PDC it is unclear whether this is intended to be for a temporary or permanent licence. It was however clarified that Parish Councils have no consultee role in this process and the copy has been forwarded for information only. 
Cllr Wilson reported on contact she has had with Fabienne Camm who had approached the council about the 2012 Sport Relief campaign. Cllr Wilson had subsequently been referred to the Sport Relief website, and she wanted another Cllr to also examine it to ascertain what is involved. Cllr Wood agreed to help. 

20. MATTERS OF INTEREST AND INFORMATION.

· The Parish Clerk reminded all Cllrs that emailing group entitled “Lytchett Matravers Parish Councillors” which he had set up from his private email account whilst on holiday was a temporary contingency measure and should now no longer be used, as replies to it are posted to that account. Instead, mailings to all Cllrs from the Parish Clerk have now resumed to and from the Clerk’s official email address lytchettmatravers@dorsetparishes.go.uk 
· Cllr Norris asked if the District Cllrs could update the Parish Council on the proposed cruise terminal at Hamworthy Park.     
· Cllr Miller referred to a petition organised by County Cllr Drane regarding a safe route to school along Huntick Rd. It was thought that this had been prompted by the removal of the bus to school. 

· Cllr Bush wanted to check on the distribution arrangements for the Lytchett Link for those roads not covered by the agreed distributor.    
· Cllr Colvey reminded Cllr Miller that a wreath will need to be ordered from the British Legion ready for the Remembrance day service. 

· Cllr Dyball drew attention to the film screening being shown in the Village Hall as part of the Purbeck Film Festival. 

· Cllr Gillard noted that a report is expected regarding the trees which are obscuring the view from the recreation ground.
