Minutes OF LYTCHETT MATRAVERS

PARISH COUNCIL MEETING

Held on Monday 19th November 2012 at 7:30 in the Village School 
PRESENT were Cllrs: R Miller, (Chairman), A Bush, M Colvey, J Dyball, I Maitland, K Norris, P Talbot, J Taylor, L Wilson, C Wood and T Watton (Parish Clerk) 
Dist Cllr P Webb, County Councillor F Drane and 4 members of the public were also in attendance. 
1. REceipt of apologies for absence – There were none. 
2. Consideration of application for co-option to the Parish Council.

The council noted that there was one applicant for the current vacancy. It was AGREED that Mr C McKenzie should be accordingly co-opted to the Parish Council.

3. PUBLIC PARTICIPATION SESSION.  (Standing Orders suspended). 

Mrs P Taylor made a statement on behalf of the 1st Lytchett Matravers Scouts Group. A copy of the text of this is attached at Appendix 1 to these minutes. The Chairman thanked Mrs Taylor for her statement. He noted that the Council had already formed a Working Group to attend to this matter, which reports to the Environment & Amenities Committee. Mrs Taylor was asked to liaise with Cllr Wilson regarding this. Cllr Wood wondered if there was scope to involve the Brownies / Guides in this initiative. It was noted that both organisations share the same accommodation and act in partnership in some other communities, so also doing so in Lytchett Matravers should not create a precedent.  
Mr P Cantwell referred to a letter the Allotment Society had sent to the council and which had been circulated as pre-reading for this meeting. It was confirmed that members had made themselves familiar with its contents. The Council Chairman explained that the matters contained within the letter could not be debated at this meeting, but would be referred to the Environment & Amenities Committee for consideration. On behalf of the Council, Cllr Norris asked the Allotment Society for a more detailed proposal for the management of the Allotments by the Allotment Society – to include how the Society would deal with non-membership of the Society by tenants, and the sources and use of potential grant funding. 
Mrs Hampshire reported that the old school gates have now been collected from their premises. 

4.  Declarations of Pecuniary Interest; and consideration of requests for Special Dispensations under Section 33 of the Localism Act 2011.

Cllr Bush declared an interest in Planning Applications 6/2012/0714 and 0715 as the applicant is a personal friend. He indicated that he would not be taking any part in consideration of these applications. 
5. CHAIRMAN’S ANNOUNCEMENTS. The chairman advised that he intended bringing the start time of the next Full Council meeting forward to 19:00, to finish by 8:30. This will be followed by a buffet at the Rose & Crown Public House. 
6. THE MINUTES of the Council meeting on 15th October 2012 were approved by those present and signed by the Chairman. 
7. MATTERS ARISING & UPDATE ON ACTION POINTS.
There were none. 
8. REPORT FROM DISTRICT COUNCILLORS. (standing orders suspended)
Dist Cllr Taylor reported that the PDC Local Plan had passed inspection and the District Council had now approved and adopted it. He also reminded the Parish Council of the information previously provided by  Cllr Webb - that the Boundary Commission final recommendations have indicated that Morden will go into a constituency with Wareham St Martin and that there will still be two District Councillors for Lytchett Matravers.  The final stage of the process is for the overall proposals to be tabled at the House of Commons. The changes will not be implemented until 2015 and will be accompanied by a review of boundaries at that stage.  The Parish Council expressed its regret at losing its link with Morden and it was agreed that the Parish Council Chairman would write to the Chairman of Morden Parish Council to express this. 
9.  REPORT FROM COUNTY COUNCILLOR. (standing orders suspended)
County Cllr Drane reported on the following: 

Huntick Road white lines: Mr Brown’s team from DCC Highways have measured the road in readiness to paint the white lines and will return to paint them when they have some dry days and without salt on the road.

A35 road works:  Cllr Drane advised that he had reported on the frustrations caused by the traffic hold-ups on the Upton Bypass to the County Council meeting in November. He had asked for the road works to discontinue until the Wessex Water road works were completed. DCC Cabinet Member for Transport said that this could not be done, due to cost. In a subsequent conversation Miles Butler commented after receiving my photos taken on 6 November. He sent 3 Officers to the road works and they made some changes – such as opening a lane and closing the slip lane to the Double Roundabout. It seems this action helped the flow of traffic. Cllr Drane made the point that DCC Highways should ensure that they know what road works the utility companies have planned and liaise accordingly. .

Dorset Police Crime Panel: Cllr Drane is now a member of this panel, which is set up to scrutinise the new Police Crime Commissioner.  
10.   REPORTS FROM SUB-COMMITTEES AND WORKING GROUPS 

Cllr Dyball reminded the members that she had circulated three status reports. 

Regarding Rocket Park, she commented that the benches are now installed and the sign is on display. Cllr Dyball will write to Viridor to advise that the objective of the project have been met. 

11.  Recommendations of Committees:

(a) Environment & Amenities Committee (see minutes of 5th November 2012).

1. That the Full Council seeks quotations for fencing the whole area - to include 3 gates including a double width one and allowing sufficient circulation space as suggested by Sutcliffe Play. It was AGREED to seek three quotations for fencing the whole area. Specification for these is to match the specification given to the initial prospective supplier. Actions: (1) Cllrs Miller and Maitland to seek these quotations. (2) Cllr Maitland to re-circulate the original quotation to all council members. 
2. To consider in principle approval to ask the contractor identified by Cllr Colvey to provide a design and quote for provision of high level lighting to the MUGA path (swapping 6 x 1m high posts for 6 x 5m high posts; posts @ £470 each plus groundworks and installation). This approval to be subject to also obtaining further independent quotes. This was AGREED. Action: Cllr Colvey to follow this up. 
(b) Planning Cttee – there was no meeting in November as no planning applications were received in time for the scheduled meeting. 
It was AGREED to receive the minutes of the above meeting.   
12. Planning Application 6/2012/0714.  Mr J Coakes. 169 Wareham Road, Lytchett Matravers, BH16 6EA. Erect ground floor extension. Cllr Dyball explained that as the hard copies of this planning application had not been received from PDC this was impractical to discuss at this meeting. It was AGREED that this would be discussed at a specially convened meeting of Planning Committee members.  

13. Planning Application 6/2012/0715. Mr J Coakes. 167 Wareham Road, Lytchett Matravers, BH16 6EA. Erect first floor side extension and insert two dormers in front elevation.  Cllr Dyball explained that as the hard copies of this planning application had not been received from PDC this was impractical to discuss at this meeting. It was AGREED that this would be discussed at a specially convened meeting of Planning Committee members.  

14. Purbeck “Volunteer of the Year” nomination 

Four potential nominees were considered – numbered 1-4 in accordance with a paper produced by the Chairman. It was AGREED to nominate #4.  
15.
ReportS of any training activity undertaken in the past month. The Council noted that Cllr Miller and Cllr Taylor attended the DAPTC Annual General Meeting. Cllr Miller referred to some literature he had collected for circulation around council members. He also noted that PDC did not send a representative to the meeting. 
16.  REPORTS FROM REPRESENTATIVES (by exception)
The following reports were made:

Village Fayre / fete – Cllr Maitland reported that ideas for this are being developed and discussed. 

Allotment Society – Cllr Maitland re-iterated that a number of Allotment holders are not members. It is intended to seek their views on current issues.  
Sports Club – The Parish Clerk is to ask Mr Ashton about the hole which the drainage contractors have made behind the Skate Park. 

Footpaths – (Huntick Rd / Wimborne Rd) – Cllr Dyball commented on the proposed opening at 10:30am on Saturday 24th November. The path is currently being cleared of growth. The Ramblers will also be present. Some discussion took place regarding the use of the Parish Council Gazebo. Cllr Dyball advised that she had drafted a press release. 
Village Hall – Cllr Wilson reported that the VH Committee are still looking at soundproofing options.

18. CORRESPONDENCE
There were reports of three items or correspondence. 

(i) With Fields In Trust – Resulting in a request to Dickinson Manser Solicitors seeking copies of the relevant plans to support the Leases with the Scouts and the Sports Club as required by FIT. It was reported that a representative of the Scouts had challenged whether the Council is right to dedicate the whole of the Recreation Ground. As a result, Cllr Norris had raised this matter via a hypothetical question to FIT which tested the flexibility of any agreement if the council changed its mind as to what should be covered.   

(ii)  It was noted that the council had send a formal response to a resident of Purbeck Road who had raised a number of concerns related to the installation of a dog bin.  This letter advised that the resident should direct any further comment or question to DCC. 
(iii)  DCC Highways have confirmed that the area of road immediately in front of the parade of shops at Purbeck Parade is adopted highway. DCC now believe the damage was done by heavy lorries servicing the shops. DCC indicated that there is a need to meet on site and the cost of remedial works is in the order of £50,000.  
19. Matters of Interest & Information. 

· Cllr Colvey advised that the millennium plaque is now prepared. 
· Cllr Wood commented that the memorial green railings and flagpole looked magnificent for the remembrance service.
· Concern was also expressed about the speed of cars on Wareham Rd exiting / entering the village.
