Minutes OF LYTCHETT MATRAVERS

PARISH COUNCIL MEETING

Held on Monday 17th December 2012 at 7:30 in the Village School 
PRESENT were Cllrs: R Miller, (Chairman), A Bush, M Colvey, J Dyball, I Maitland, K Norris, P Talbot, J Taylor, L Wilson, C McKenzie and T Watton (Parish Clerk) 
County Councillor F Drane was also in attendance. 
1. REceipt of apologies for absence – Cllr C Wood and Dist Cllr P Webb.  
2. Acceptance of Office .

Cllr C McKenzie signed and returned his acceptance of office. 
3. PUBLIC PARTICIPATION SESSION.  (Standing Orders suspended). 

There was none. 
4.  Declarations of Pecuniary Interest; and consideration of requests for Special Dispensations under Section 33 of the Localism Act 2011.

It was noted that all Cllrs present had formally requested special dispensation to discuss the proposed budget and precept for 2013/14. 
5. CHAIRMAN’S ANNOUNCEMENTS. There were none.  
6. THE MINUTES of the Council meeting on 19th November 2012 were approved by those present and signed by the Chairman. 
7. MATTERS ARISING & UPDATE ON ACTION POINTS.
19th November 2012, minute 11.1.1 - Cllrs Miller and Maitland to seek these quotations for , for fencing the whole of the Rocket Park area - specification for these is to match the specification given to the initial prospective supplier. Cllrs Miller and Maitland noted this action point. 

19th November 2012, minute 11.1.2 - Cllr Maitland to re-circulate the original quotation referred to in 19th November 2012, minute 11.1.1 to all council members. Cllr Maitland indicated that he would circulated this to all council members on 18th December. 

19th November 2012, minute 11.2 – Cllr Colvey to obtain further independent quotes for MUGA path lighting. This item was considered prior to Cllr Colvey’s arrival at the meeting. Please see minute 19 below. 
8. REPORT FROM DISTRICT COUNCILLORS. (standing orders suspended)
Dist Cllr Taylor reported that the housing numbers included in the PDC Local Plan were to be reviewed – with a consultation exercise to take place in the new year. There will also be a consultation on a Joint Tenancy Strategy – which is concerned with social and affordable housing. PDC cannot set its budget for 2013/14 until the Government communicates the level of central grant. 

9.  REPORT FROM COUNTY COUNCILLOR. (standing orders suspended)
County Cllr Drane reported that on 6th December he had attended a “Carers rights day” which had covered topics such as safety, health and welfare. He expressed dismay at the evident shortage of support offered to carers and indicated that he would be increasing his personal efforts on this as a councillor. 
10.   REPORTS FROM SUB-COMMITTEES AND WORKING GROUPS 

Club Hall & Scout Hut utilisation:

It was reported that the joint scouts /Parish Council etc group working on the idea for re-use of Club Hall have sent a letter to DCC Children’s Services outlining the intention. It was emphasised that the Scouts would not wish to move from the current Scout hut until Club Hall is rebuilt. 

Car Parking outside Tescos:

Some positive response has been received to this idea from DCC; and a site meeting is planned for 19th December – which will be attended by Ken Morgan, Cllr Liz Wilson and a representative from DCC. It is expected that DCC Highways will make an assessment of which option for parking would be most acceptable to them. It is also anticipated that DCC Highways will assess the damage done by Tesco lorries with a view to seeking a contribution from that company. 
11.  Recommendations of Committees:

(a) Finance & Policy Committee (see minutes of 10th December 2012).

1. To accept the bank reconciliation and update on the councils accounts as attached as an appendix to the minutes. AGREED. 

2. To accept the proposed budget and precept as attached as an appendix to the minutes – noting that the precept is a 1.96% increase, or approximately 1p per week for a D band property. AGREED. 
(b) Planning Cttee – there were no recommendations to bring forward.
It was AGREED to receive the minutes of the above meetings.   
12. Wareham Rd / school crossing patrol – consideration of proposal by DCC

It was reported that a meeting had taken place on Monday 3rd December involving school governors at which a number of ideas were considered.  The emphasis was on seeking a long term solution, although it had been recognised that a short term response was also needed to address some immediate concerns expressed by DCC and / or the SCP employee. The options considered included (not exhaustive):

· Moving the bus stop

· Spreading school start and finish times

· Reviewing the school’s policy of no parent parking on the school site during pick-up / drop off times.

It was noted that Mr Camp of DCC is now seeking a meeting on this matter in January 2013.    
Cllr Dyball noted that there is now some argument for moving the location of the crossing point, given that one of the two school entrances is no longer used, and there is to be a connecting path between deans Drove and Foxhills open space which may become a new route to school resulting in more children using Deans Drove. Cllr McKenzie felt that an automated crossing might be appropriate. Some remarks were made about the observed poor behaviours of drivers near the crossing – parking in the restricted safety area etc.  
13. Village Fayre

Cllr Maitland reported that the committee are hoping to hold the fayre on 18th May 2013. Some concern was expressed that the interest group involved does not seem to encompass the whole community. Cllr Talbot felt that the fayre would be better in the main summer period to take advantage of the better weather.  Cllr Bush indicated that he would speak to Mr Tomlinson to obtain a further update and report back. Action: Cllr Bush to act accordingly.  
14. Planning Application 6/2012/0806. Mrs D Lockwood, Sweetlands, Flowers Drove, Lytchett Matravers, BH16 6BX. Variation of condition 8 of PP 6/2010/0624 (Change of use of land to a riding school and construction of an outdoor menage) to extend opening hours to Sunday 10am to 4pm and on permitted days from April to September to 8pm. NO OBJECTION (1 abstention). 

15. ReportS of any training activity undertaken in the past month. The Council noted that Cllr Dyball had attended the DAPTC “Councillors Update” on 21st November and circulated a report. She suggested that DAPTC be invited to run a course locally. 
16.  REPORTS FROM REPRESENTATIVES (by exception)
The following reports were made:

Footpaths – It was noted that the Evening Echo had provided coverage of the opening of the Huntick Rd / Wimborne Rd footpath on 27th November. 

Sports Club – The drainage contractors have ceased work until the weather improves. 

Village Hall – Cllr Wilson reported that the Purbeck Choir had performed in the village hall on 7th December and a £326 profit had been made which will be contributed to VH funds.
