8. CORRESPONDENCE There was none. 
9. MATTERS OF INTEREST
Concerns have been informally raised by residents to the reports of a proposal for a crematorium near to Lytchett Minster School. The Parish Clerk explained that he had questioned PDC head of Planning, Alan Davies, about this. The scheme for a small crematorium was first approved by PDC under application 6/2010/0530 two years ago. This latest proposal is for a slightly modified scheme under application 6/2012/0372. The scheme is within the Lytchett Minster & Upton Town Council area and therefore that council is the only one to be consulted by PDC Planning. The usual “neighbours” consultations have gone to other nearby properties. In response to the point made to Mr Davies that Lytchett Matravers residents might have an interest given that Lytchett Matravers children attend Lytchett Minster school, Mr Davies was of the view that as the scheme is small and has passed all the necessary environmental and Health & Safety legislation PDC’s decision on the level of consultation was appropriate.
