No members of the public were present. 
1. APOLOGIES – There were none. 
2. DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST: There were none. 

3.  Minutes of meeting held on Thursday 1st September 2011 were unanimously agreed as an accurate record and were signed by the Chairman. 
4. MATTERS ARISING. 

 6/2011/0017 OPM ASSOCIATES Ltd, Fayre Leaze, Huntick Rd. Demolish existing dwelling and erect a terrace of three dwellings.  Modify existing access. PASS indicates that this application has still not yet been determined by PDC.  

       6/2011/0325  BLUEBIRD SECURITY LTD. Unit 8 Freeland Park, Wareham Road BH16 6DU.  Create first floor industrial floor-space with roof lights on south and north elevations. PASS indicates that this application has now been approved by PDC.  

       6/2011/0410 DR J HOLLAND, Sandpipers, Eldons Drove BH16 6HH. Formation of new outdoor menage. PASS shows no status at all against this application.

Variation of conditions 1, 2 and 3 of PP 6/2006/0559 (station mobile for site warden) to allow a permanent permission and to amend the name of the occupier and extend the period of occupation to the 1st of April until the 31st of October each year. PASS indicates that this application has been approved by PDC.  
       6/2011/0478 Mr and Mrs WOODHEAD. Oakwood Barn, Dullar Farm, Dullar Lane, Sturminster Marshall, BH21 4AB.  Erect two storey rear extension; insert new openings and carry out other alterations. PASS indicates that this application has been approved by PDC.  
        6/2011/0480 Mr N LEMANS. Tithe Barn, High Street, Lytchett Matravers, BH16 6BJ.  Insert new window for first floor bathroom in north-west elevation and make alterations to doors and windows. PASS indicates that this application has been approved by PDC. 
        6/2011/0528 MR & MRS RICHINGS, 5 Hopmans Close, Lytchett Matravers, BH16 6AY.  Erect single storey rear extension. PASS indicates that this application has not yet been determined by PDC. 6/2011/0542 MR & MRS R McLEOD. 76 Wareham Road, Lytchett Matravers, BH16 6DJ. Alterations and extensions to roof incorporating rooflights, and juliette balcony. PASS indicates that this application has not yet been determined by PDC. 
        6/2011/0545 Mr J BATTEN. Prego, Eddy Green Road, Lytchett Matravers, BH16 6HL. Erect first floor extensions to front and side of dwelling. PASS indicates that this application has not yet been determined by PDC. 
5. 6/2011/0590 Mr and Mrs Abbott, Ash Farm, Eddy Green Rd. Extension of time for PP 6/2008/0658 (replace and raise existing roof to create living accommodation, with dormer windows on west elevation and rooflights on east elevation plus insert first floor windows in north and south gables. Reposition porch door.) to allow a longer period for implementation. NO OBJECTION
6. CORRESPONDENCE
The Parish Clerk reported on the response he had sent – in consultation with the Council Chairman – to a questionnaire sent out by PDC to seek the view of local councils as an input to the Purbeck Dist Council Planning Board Policy Development Panel’s investigation into improvements to the way the Planning Board operates. Essentially, this response affirmed the Parish Council’s satisfaction with the current operation.      
7. MATTERS OF INTEREST
· Cllr Miller commented on plans of the parish forwarded by PDC. It was hoped that these would provide valuable detail – particularly of rights of way. However the level of detail was not as high as expected. The plan also excludes everything beyond the parish boundary.

· Cllr Gillard reported that he understood that some consideration was being given to development on the site of the old Post Office. 

· Cllr Gillard commented that Mr Roy Blackmore had recently passed away. It was understood that Mr Blackmore had at some time undertaken some handyman work on behalf of the Parish Council. Cllr Miller, as Council Chairman, indicated that he would arrange for a tribute to be sent. 

· Cllr Gillard offered a letter indicating his retirement, and thus resignation, as a Parish Councillor. This is to take effect from after the Full Council meeting on 19th December 2011. The members present expressed their thanks and appreciation for Cllr Gillard’s loyalty and long service as a Parish Council member. It was noted that the letter will be read out and formally recorded at the October Full Council meeting. 

· Cllr Munford provided an update on the Foxhills Open Space – Deans Drove footpath which she had obtained from Tony Bird, Senior Planning Officer, PDC. Mr Bird has been in negotiations with the developers of the land behind September Cottage, Deans Drove (i.e. on the immediately western side of the brook where the path is intended to go). The result of this is a choice of either £1000 Section 106 contribution towards the footpath if built on its originally intended location (i.e. running immediately along the bank of the brook on the eastern bank, adjacent to the boundary with “Brookside”), or the provision of a strip of land on the western side of the brook enabling the path to be positioned on land adjacent to “September Cottage”. The latter arrangement would incorporate a bridge at the Foxhills Open Space end of the proposed path. Mr Bird has indicated that he will formally write to the Parish Council with these results of his negotiation and invite the council to choose which option it would like. It was agreed to incorporate a site meeting of the Full Council into its next meeting, so that it can consider these options and make a decision.
